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W orship money, become a 
greedy person. Worship 

sex become a lustful person. 
Worship power, become a corrupt 
person. Worship Jesus, become a 
Christlike person. We become like 
what we worship. But what does it 
mean to worship? 
 The verb worship in Hebrew 
means to surrender, to fall down in 
submission—the way we would 
humble ourselves before a mighty 
king (see Psalm 95:6). Paul says 
that worship is offering our bodies 
as a sacrifice (Romans 12:1). This 
worship goes on in every area of 
our lives, not simply the portion 
we reserve for going to church. 
 Jesus was often most critical 
of the religious people of His day 
who were often more concerned 

about the rituals of faith than the 
fruit of their faith in daily living. 
 James said faith without 
works is dead, in the same way 
worship that fails to honour God in 
all of life is not what He  requires.  
 Worship Jesus in Spirit and 
in truth and you will become like 
Him, but be warned, it will change 
your life. No longer will you be 
satisfied to sing a few songs on 
Sunday, you will be moved by 
compassion, to live a life of 
service. It’s no accident that in the 
Bible the word worship and 
service are interchangeable and 
that Jesus is described as the 
Servant King. 
 Go on—get out there and 
worship.
